The
Employer’s claim of a budget crisis, the current hiring freeze, the numerous cuts to core academic programs,
increased workloads, the outsourcing of our bargaining unit jobs to casual employees or for-profit
corporations, the use of staff layoffs to correct the budget deficit, and the prolonged periods of
understaffing have contributed to low morale and the low quality of services in offices, labs, service units,
and residences across the university community. The hiring of more Steelworkers, with fair wages and
appropriate workload levels, is required to provide high quality support services in Departments across the
University.
